Families are provided with a workbook that serves as a guide.

	Who benefited from this accomplishment?
	Parents and families benefit from this program. All of the aforementioned skills have been shown to reduce the likelihood of child abuse and neglect. Upon completion of the sessions, parents will have received the tools to address all of the contributing factors, individual case management, resources and referrals. The program is designed with an ultimate goal of breaking the cycle of generational behavior and delinquency issues that lead back to school issues and DHR and court involvement.
